Wa hod an excellant General Maating on
Movember 13", The November meeting & where
the community gets to approve the Special Tax
budget for the nexd iscal yaar. This mealing was
well aftended with 84 peaple present. The big
e on e Ooen o Wos O CRoDosal 10 contract
withy the County o have our own police offices
dedicated o Hismere, The cost would have
been $125,000 the fist yeor and approximately
$105,000 in subseguent years. This equates 1o
102 per lot cost in the first yeor and fhen 384 per
year/per ot thereafter. Because he Special Tax
bodget [withaut the aodditicnal security cost] was
dropoing from 3140 1o $20 per kol the Increase
would have bean only J32 par ot for FY2010,

There wede Moy LoD wihio fell That there wos
not encugh of an increase in crime to jusiify the
enpenie. Some fell that the officer wiouldn't be
affactiva. Some felt that we were paying taxes 1o
the County for police coverage so the Courtdy
should provide the needed paleols wathout
additional cost. On the aother side, many people

falt that crime staftisfics were vary under repoartad and that crime was increasing. They falt ihal the
Increased seculy of having o dedicoled officer was wed worlh the low cost per household. They
pairnted out that the County normally has one officer patraling the enfire Annapolis Neck Peninsula from
Route 2 fo Bay Ridge. Thare was 0 vary spinted discussion with strong feedngs on both sides. In Ihe end,
the motion ta hire a Counfy police officer dedicated to Hilsmere was defeated with 57 against and 35
In favor,

Tha basic budget, before adding o dedicated police officer, sfill hod $40,000 for sacuwaty. This was the
same amount s the curent vear, The security budget fem includes hifng the beoach aottendant dunng
waskend in the summer and privale securtty patrok. Cumrently, both of these funclions are performed
by Randy, ouwr regular security guard. In addifion, wea have an off-duly Anne Arundel Counly palice
officer wha potrol about six nights a manth, These are called “Secondary Patrok.” The Cownty allows
thelr officers to provide patrols in uniform in their County police cors. We pay the officer directly and pay
a mileage charge o ke Counly, I bas been dificult (o nd afficers terested in working for us because
thay hod been doing a lot of ovarfime phus othar amiployers, like the mall, paid much mare than we did,
We hove bean paying ondy 330 per hour for several years now,

At the General Mesating. affer the dedicated police officer motion waos defeated, o second motion 1o
double the security budget frorn $40,000 to 380,000 was considerad. The addificnat monay would Be
wsed to have more secunty patrals,  This motion was approved with 54 in favor and 40 agaonst, 'We will
be looking Inte an increased numiber of secondary police secuiity pateals o well a5 addilional private
sacunty. We should ba able to have patrols duing the daytime as well as af night. Although he new
budkget doesn’t go into effect until nesxt July, we will probably be able fo ramp up patroals in the spring
Qs wed,

fram an increased level of securlty. The other vole ot the meeling was for H5LA officers. The cumant
officens ran unopposed ond will serve andiher hwo year femm. | want 1o thank evenyone whio
porficipated in the General Meeating. It was guite o challenge to get everyone checked in. validale
both HEkA membership and properly ownership, deal with the many proxles and peopie owning more
than one lof, etc. The volunbeess did a-greal job. We really appreciale the palience shown by those
who hod fo wait in line while wa made sure averyone was processed comactly.

Andather important communily iswe, that I'm sure you have aff heard about by now, was the gecision
on the beach ship lowsuit. The Couwrt of Special Appeals nuled against ws, basically siding with Judge
Looney on every counl.  You con read the enfire 71 poge oplnion on our web site ot
wwrw hilsmareshores nef. Thare was an arficle in The Caopilad on November 2 that was mastly accurate
with one giaring exceplion. The arficle said that the plainfiffs now own the entire beach ship from fhe
beach ta the maring. That is nof froe. The only propesty thal the cammunity bas lost & 1he land between
the thres plaintiffs’ lots and the water. The lond betweean the ofhar 14 kods ond the woaler siill Bedongs 1o
HSIA cnd the community.

S0, 5 Itnow over? The most lkely arswer i “yes”, The Cowt of Appeals, that is higher than fhe Court of
Spacial Appeals, can decide fo review ond rule on the case, or any part of i, on its own, As of this
writimg, they sfill have a week or 5o 1o do so, although that is very unlikefy. There are very Bmifed
situcations thal would allow us 10 appedal 1o the Court of Appeals and, since we don't believe thot any
of tham apply to us, wa will not be filing an addbonal appeal.

The project 15 on schedule. The Spar Werkshop with lot owners will be in January, 2009 (mose info
below), The SAV (Sub-Aquatic Vegetation) studies are now complete. The depth/bathometric studies are also
now complete and project formulation is well underway. The Vessol & Mooring surveys are almost complets -
of the BB surveys sent o, 56 were returned,  The preliminary bost count is complete but needs more info. —
mncluding boals that are moored,

It is key for Bay Land to pet as much information as possible as it will not anly speed the permitting
process, but will increase the odds of getting the most possible dredging completed.  Dredgingwater restoration
projects only come our way once in 4 gencration so it behooves s to marshal our resources 1o get as much done
as possible. The best possible scenario is that we get full funding by the State of Maryiand — that depends on
boat information — the number of registered boats that wse the waterway and what drafit they draw. [[]
heard correctly, 1000 registered boats would give full funding from the State while less than that, the cost is
gplit between the County and the State — the split being based on the number of boats on a slhiding scale, We
nocd more boat information — number of registered boats in Hillsmere and the surrounding communities.
We suspoct that there are close to 400 registered boats in Hillsmere alone. Old Pictures of the waterway that
show historically what was navigational waters are neaded.

Bazed on their fuirly intensive tests, studies, and review, Bay Land hos put together a dredging plan that they
beliewe they can obtain County, State, and Federal permits for. There are [0 proposed dredging sepments.
Fishing Creek hias already been privately dredged so will nod be part of the Project except for the main chanmnel
and potential fransfer landing. There are 63 Hillamere Shores waterfront properties between the marina and the
headwaters of Duvall, Smith, and Kitty Creek, three of which belong to HSIA — the two boat ramps and the
canoe'keyak bot, 1t sppears that 20 of those Hillsmere 1ot owners may not be eligible for channel dredging nor
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spurs, The reasom 13 their waters are 20 shallow that the dredge barge cannot get in or out (dredging occurs
during the November to February timeframe when the northeaster winds are blowing the water ol most of the
time), have submerged vegetation, or do not have & history of being petive boating waterways. This is still
under discussion as the scope of the project is being defined.  The plan does pot include those on West and East
Bay View who are on the South River side of the Hillsmere marina.

Drredge material is off-loaded from barges to trecks 10 be hanled away o landfills. Points for material transter
need to be sdentified. It is estimated that there will be 10,309 cubic yards of matenial removed and will bave 1o
be trucked away. The trucks weigh 60,000 1bs loaded. It is estimated that 2000 truckboads will be needed over
g 120 day period. There will also be roughly 1600 ¢y of gpood sand (included in the 10308 cy) that could go 1o
improve Hillsmer: beach.

A Spur workshop will be held in January most likely at Key School, where those wishing spurs to their
property off of the channels can mest one-on-one with Bay Land represeniatives, In the session, the work will
be specified, dredge caleulated, contract signed, and 5750 permit fee submitted by the resident. The permit fee
may be $1500 if AV s are involved, Dredge costs mnge from 3440 to $100 per cubac yard, Bay Land savs w©
figure on 3100 per cobic yard. Spurs are usually 20 feet wide. All waterfront lot owners will receive a letter
invitation giving the details of the spur workshop.

Dry, brown
decaving leaves may not be beautiful, but they are valunble. Instead of bagging leaves, try composting them. It's
the most ecological wnd sconomical (and feast lnbor intensive) way to dispose of them.  As the leaves decompose,
they release nutnients back into the zoil. Mulched leaves can be lefl on lawns and will sctually enhance the soil,
reducing the need to fertilize vour vard next spring. Leaves also form an insulating barrier around plants, reducing
misture loss and damage from severe winter weather. By putting whole and composted leaves on yards and
gardens. you can reduce the need to fertilize. This cuts down on the amount of nutrients that nemoff the land into
sreams and rivers and, ultimately, the Chesapeake Bay.
